As designers such as Alvar Aalto, Arne Jacobsen, Poul Kjaerholm and 
Bruno Mathsson, Yngve Ekström was at the core of a generation of designers who made 
the concept “Scandinavian Modern” world wide famous.

Lime – table in four different sizes, each of them in two different heights – 34 and 45 cm. 
Steel frame in black- or white lacquer finish and table top in laminate. On three of the sizes 
the table top comes reversible with one side in white and the other side in black.
